Day 5 Jasper. Excursion to Maligne Lake

This evening, meet a CANADIAN MOUNTIE who will share stories and the history of the 
Royal Canadian Mounted Police (RCMP). There will be time for questions and answers before a chance at some great 
photo ops!
